The St John Eye Hospital Group, a cornerstone of the 
Order of St John, goes from strength to strength as it 
continues its sight-saving work, in Israel and Gaza. It has 
recently been recognised as a registered tertiary eye 
institution.

St John is also looking towards new ways to harness 
our experience and reach to contribute to important 
international health goals. Mama na Mwana, a maternal 
new-born and child health programme, is the first of 
these to be launched in Africa. 

New Sub Prior
Last year we welcomed Stuart Shilson from The Priory 
of England and The Islands as Sub Prior and I expect 
that he will have a very positive contribution to make 
supporting St John around the world during his term.

New Lord Prior
After many years of excellent service Professor Tony 
Mellows OBE TD will be standing down. Dr Neil Conn AO, 
former Chancellor of the Priory for Australia, has been 
appointed to the position of Lord Prior.

Transitioning to a new Chancellor
As I near the end of my second, very enjoyable, triennium 
as Chancellor, I’m pleased to announce Dr Steve Evans 
KStJ as the new Chancellor elect. I will be working with 
Steve to make the transition to his new role seamless and 
wish him the very best as Chancellor.

The valuable contribution of our people (including 
volunteers and paid staff) is very much appreciated 
and underpins the values and traditions of the 
Order – to care for and be of service to others. We 
share a common objective and must continue to be 
focused on why we are here and why St John exists 
– to improve the lives and health of our patients, 
customers and communities. 

Strengthening the Order
I have been in my role with St John for over a year now 
and have been humbled by the reception I have been 
given as I’ve travelled around the country meeting 
many of our wonderful people. I have felt privileged to 
contribute to the organisation in my roles, as both Chief 
Executive Officer and Priory Secretary to Priory Chapter 
and its Committees. One year in, I look forward to giving 
more focus to my Priory Secretary role and helping 
support initiatives to strengthen the Order and build a 
stronger sense of engagement with our Order members.

We have made a number of improvements in the last 
year to the services we provide to our patients and 
customers, and have also strengthened aspects of the 
Order. We have improved our engagement with Chapter 
and they have played an important role in helping to 
refresh the next five year strategy. Our honours process 
has been strengthened, as has the induction process 
which clarifies what it means to be an active Order 
Member. We have established a new management role, 
Head of Order Matters, to assist me and our Human 
Resources & Order Matters Director to give more focus 
to the Order. And we have established a national Order 
Affairs Committee, and one in each Region, to better 
engage with our Order membership. 

Valuing service contribution
I have enjoyed attending our investitures and local 
award ceremonies and seeing a wide range of our 
people being recognised for their service – whether 
it be frontline ambulance and events, community 
programmes, Area Committees, medical alarms, first 
aid training, governance or support areas. The citations 
read out at investitures reinforce the calibre  
of those being admitted or promoted – recognising 
the diversity of valued contributions made to our Order 
here in New Zealand.

The St John Eye Hospital Group (SJEHG) Strategic 
Plan has four key areas of focus:

•	 increasing levels of cataract surgery
•	 establishing a diabetic screening progamme
•	 increasing sub-speciality coverage in the West 

Bank
•	 relocating the Gaza Clinic.

The Group continues specialist ophthalmic training 
for doctors and post graduate nurses. In 2013 
it became the first hospital in East Jerusalem 
to achieve Joint Commission International 
accreditation (JCI), lifting it onto a level of expertise 
recognised worldwide.

It remains the only charitable provider of eye care in 
Gaza, the West Bank and East Jerusalem.

New Zealand House, on the Jerusalem site, provides 
a much needed overnight facility for personnel 
unable to return home, usually due to travel 
restrictions. Costing almost $70,000, this was just 
one way in which the NZ Priory supported the work 
of the St John Eye Hospital Group during 2013.

Late in 2012, a fifth year New Zealand medical 
student Alex Wynne of Christchurch, volunteered for 
the SJEHG after learning of its work, on a late night 
BBC World broadcast. 

In May, a tour group of St John members and 
supporters made a day visit to the Jerusalem site. All 
visitors from New Zealand were delighted to meet 
with our sponsored nurse, Samia Yacoub.

I wish to acknowledge all who contributed to our  
New Zealand grant remitted to SJEHG in 2013 
of $270,000. Your generosity has contributed to 
improving the sight, and social and economic lives 
of our patients and their families. 

Delivering the highest standards of care with 
professionalism and without prejudice, the SJEHG 
continues to serve as a beacon of hope for humanity 
in an extraordinarily challenging environment.  

Chaplaincy is continuing to develop within St John.

The immediate focus has changed this year from 
recruiting more chaplains to organising a chaplaincy 
service. The amalgamation of the regions to three 
has challenged chaplaincy to find an appropriate 
structure to provide oversight for our chaplains. We 
have formed a leadership team, who are looking at 
the best way to do this.

At the end of this year The Rev Bob Tremewan 
will be stepping down as Regional Chaplain and 
will be replaced by The Rev Richard Gray from 
Invercargill. Richard has had a long association with 
St John as a cadet and as chair of the Invercargill 
Area Committee.  Bob will continue to be an Area 
Chaplain in Christchurch, and we are pleased that he 
will continue to exercise an active role with us. 

Throughout the past year I have been meeting 
with Heads of Chaplaincy Services around New 
Zealand. We are exploring the establishment of a 
national registration board for our chaplains and are 
looking at how St John can be part of this proposed 
organisation. As a result of this contact I received 
an invitation to the Police National Chaplains 
Conference, which was a helpful insight into how 
another chaplaincy organises its business.

We are also exploring the possibility of adding 
a trauma certification, so as to have a body of 
chaplains trained to work in major emergency 
situations. The regular certification requirements 
are likely to include supervision, faith community 
endorsement, cultural skills, police vetting, 
minimum educational qualifications, ongoing 
professional development, code of ethics and 
practice appraisal. 

I am pleased with the progress made in the past year 
and am ever hopeful that with support, chaplaincy 
will continue to flourish.

REPORTS OF THE HOSPITALLER AND DEAN



John Wills MStJ, Registrar Peter Wood CStJ, Director of Ceremonies

During the year in review, investitures were held 
in Christchurch and Palmerston North, at which 73 
postulants were admitted to or promoted in our Order.

Our Priory’s Roll as at the end of June stands at 
1688 across all grades of the Order. Chapter has 
decided to reduce our complement (the maximum 
membership allocated for the Priory) at Grades IV 
and V, by a total of 100, allowing for admissions 
in one or more of the four new Priories being 
established around the world in 2013 and 2014.

It is always pleasing to see the number of new 
postulants for admission to our Order and the slowly 
increasing number of younger postulants.

A highlight of the year was the appointment of 
Judith Hoban as Dame Grand Cross, the highest 
grade of the Order, recognising many years of 
outstanding contribution to St John both here and 
at our Hospital in Jerusalem.

A review of foundation dues and oblations saw 
the removal of the requirement to pay foundation 
dues, and members will be required to return 
insignia from the lower grade if promoted. Chapter 
reconfirmed the relevance and application of 
oblations. 

The last year also saw the refinement, in terms of 
both local practice and updated Grand Council 
instructions, of the processes for the termination 
of Order membership in the event of misconduct. 
Given the size of our Order membership, the need to 
access this process fortunately remains infrequent.

The confirmation of our Roll continues and I am 
indebted to John Strachan for his ongoing support in 
this regard.

Finally, at the end of my second year as Registrar, 
I would like to acknowledge my Priory Officer 
colleagues, Chapter members, and key management 
staff, whose support and advice over the past year 
has been invaluable.  

I am very pleased to make this report to my 
confreres.

At its March 2013 meeting, Priory Chapter agreed 
to the Order Matters Team’s recommendations to 
reorder the events for the June and November 2013 
investitures. 

Holding the investiture service on a Saturday means 
we have exclusive use of the venue which removes 
a lot of the pressures we encounter in waiting for 
Sunday congregations to clear and in setting up for 
the investiture rehearsal.  

While a meeting of our governing body – the Priory 
Chapter – is held in conjunction with the investiture 
service, the focus remains on our postulants and the 
investiture service itself which is our Order’s most 
important event.  

This is a trial and the Order Affairs Committee will 
seek feedback from postulants and Order members 
before any final recommendations are made to 
Chapter for ongoing investiture weekend format.

It is my intention to continue to broaden the 
involvement of our members in investiture services. 
Members of our Order should make every effort 
to attend investitures and award presentation 
ceremonies to support their confreres. You should 
contact your Area Committee Secretary or the 
Order Matters Manager in your region for details 
or if you need transport. The second investiture 
for 2013 is scheduled for Nelson in November. The 
2014 locations are Auckland (June) and Dunedin 
(November) with the dates to be confirmed.

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In memory...

June Daphne, Lady Blundell ONZ QSO GCStJ 

Lady Blundell died on 31 October 2012 in Auckland, 
aged 90. In 1972, on her husband’s appointment as 
Governor-General designate, she was admitted as a 
Commander of the Order and supported Sir Denis at 
many St John occasions throughout the country during 
his vice-regal term from 1972-1977. In retirement, 
Sir Denis was the Northern Region’s Patron and 
following his death in 1984 Lady Blundell accepted 
this role. Over 28 years she enthusiastically attended 
every major event in the region, opening ambulance 
stations, presenting Service Medals, certificates and 
Grand Prior’s Awards, and officiating at over 140 Youth 
enrolments for more than 8,000 cadets. 

Lady Blundell had for many years given dedicated 
and active service in a variety of community and 
welfare groups. She was founding Patron of the Child 
Cancer Foundation, contributed to the establishment 
of CanTeen and was actively involved with the 
Homai College for the Blind, Save the Children New 
Zealand and the Asthma Foundation. In 1977 she 
was appointed a Companion of The Queen’s Service 
Order and in 1988, in recognition of her outstanding 
service to the Crown and people of New Zealand, she 
was appointed a member of the country’s highest 
and exclusive Order of New Zealand.  Lady Blundell in 
1989 was promoted to Dame of the Order and in 2004 
became the first New Zealand Dame Grand Cross of the 
Order.  

Her son, Richard, continues the family involvement 
with St John, commenced by Lady Blundell’s father, 
Jack Halligan OStJ [1890-1966]. The large presence of 
St John personnel from all parts of the country at Lady 
Blundell’s funeral in the Auckland Cathedral of the Holy 
Trinity on 8 November 2012 was testimony to the love 
and affection all had for her.  

Roy James Towers MBE KStJ

Roy Towers died in Lower Hutt on 23 December 2012 
in his 86th year. He joined the St John Ambulance 
Brigade in Wellington in 1941 and served as 
Wellington District Superintendent (1963), Assistant 
Commissioner (1967) and Wellington Commissioner 
(1971). This background led to his national 
appointment as Assistant (1976-1980) and Deputy 
Chief Commissioner (1981-1984). In 1966 he was 
appointed to the Order and received preferment to a 
Knight of Justice (1981).

In 1976 he became Assistant and in 1978 Director of 
Ceremonies, an office he held until 1987.  Afterwards 
for a period he was the ‘Knight-in-Waiting’ to assist 
the Prior. He was Director when the Lord Prior of the 
Order, Sir Maurice Dorman, invested Sir Alan Gandell 
as a Bailiff Grand Cross of the Order at Wellington in 
1982.  His term coincided with the important 1985 
celebrations marking the centennial of the Order in 
New Zealand and the first visit of a Grand Prior, HRH 
The Duke of Gloucester, accompanied by HRH The 
Duchess of Gloucester.  His thorough knowledge of 
the Order and the guidance he gave the Grand Prior 
were relied on and appreciated.  His knowledge 
of the Order’s ceremonials and the rituals of the 
Anglican Church, in which he was a long-serving 
Lay Reader, made him an outstanding Director of 
Ceremonies.

In The Queen’s Birthday Honours 1985 he was 
appointed a Member of the Order of the British Empire 
(MBE) “for services to the St John Ambulance Brigade”. 
In 1996 his service was recognised with an 8th bar 
to the Service Medal and at the time he described 
his involvement with St John as “very precious and I 
have been privileged to work with some exceptional 
people”. On his death he had completed 70 years’ 
service or involvement with the Order.

The Rt Rev Peter Eves Sutton CBE ChStJ 

The Rt Rev Peter Sutton died on 23 March 2013 in 
Nelson in his 90th year. He studied for the Anglican 
ministry, was ordained in 1947 and held various 
appointments in England and later within New 
Zealand. In addition he was active in a wide range of 
church, welfare and community organisations. 
He was Bishop of Nelson from 1965-1990. 

In 1985, when Archbishop Paul Reeves was 
nominated as Governor-General of New Zealand, 
Bishop Sutton became the senior Bishop until a 
successor was appointed. He took an active interest 
in St John in his Diocese and was admitted to the 
Order as a Chaplain in 1985 and the following year 
appointed a Sub-Prelate.  

Kevin Anthony Joseph Smith KStJ

Kevin Smith died peacefully on 18 June 2013 at 
Homestead Ilam, aged 83 years. Kevin had a very 
significant role within St John at many levels. He 
began as a Cadet in Timaru in 1943 and received his 
Grand Prior’s Award in 1949. He subsequently held 
appointments as Divisional Superintendent of his 
former Cadet Division and, as career opportunities 
took him around the South Island, went on to serve 
as a District Staff Officer in South Canterbury, North 
Otago and Otago. 

Between 1978 and 1987 he held appointments as 
Brigade District Commissioner, firstly for Otago, and 
then for the Canterbury West Coast District. In addition 
he was an active worker for the St John Ambulance 
Association both as a volunteer Ambulance Officer 
and a member of local Sub Centre Committees. At 
an early age he was elected as a Life Member of the 
Timaru Sub Centre. Kevin was responsible for the start 
of the Fellowship programme in New Zealand, which 
began in 1988. 

From 1993 to 1999 he served the Priory of New 
Zealand with distinction as Registrar and more 
recently concluded his more than 20-year 
appointment as the Regional Fellowship Coordinator 
for the former Northern Region (South Island). 
His service to St John was recognised when he 
was admitted to the Order of St John as a Serving 
Brother in 1964, and promoted to Officer in 1976, 
Commander in 1983 and Knight in 1991. He was also 
awarded a Priory Vote of Thanks in 1998 for his work in 
introducing Fellowship to New Zealand. In 2012 Kevin 
was honoured at Christchurch District Awards for 67 
years of consistent and loyal service to St John.

Service Medals and bars recognise the many years 
of service and the outstanding contribution given 
by St John members.

The Service Medal of the Order of St John is unique as it is the only medal still issued that retains the image of 
Queen Victoria and the only one which has her facing to the right. It was first awarded in New Zealand in 1908.

The Service Medal is awarded for efficient service after 12 years, with a bar to the medal available for every subsequent 
five years of service. The Gilt Laurel Leaf was instituted in 2004 and is awarded after 52 years of service.

The Service Medal is accorded a place in the New Zealand Order of Wear: Orders, Decorations and Medals, approved 
by The Queen.
